Dear Commissioners: ;

I am writing to you with respect to the application of
cafe Nuovo, Inc. d/b/a "Caffe Nuovo" for the issuance of a new
C.V. 7-Day Malt and Wine License to be exercised on the premises
noted above. The application was heard by the Board on July 28,
2010, and was held without decision pending input from community
organizations.

This letter is to advise you that at the August 12, 2010,
meeting of the North End/Waterfront Residents' Association
(NEWRA) , the members present voted to support the application,
with conditions.

The applicant originally sought a 2:00 a.m. closing seven
nights a week, and now seeks a 12:00 midnight closing seven
nights a week. The applicant stated at the NEWRA meeting that
at the present time he intended to serve only breakfast and
dinner, and that there would be no bar and no live entertainment.
The applicant had stated at the Licensing Board hearing that
caffe Nuovo would be a family-style restaurant as opposed to
fine dining.

During discussion after the applicant's presentation, it
was discussed that NEWRA had for several years consistently
voted to support closing hours no later than 11:00 p.m. Sunday
through Thursday and 12:00 midnight Friday and Saturday, and
that at the monthly NEWRA meeting on July 8, 2010, it had been
voted by the members present to adopt these hours as a policy.
It was also discussed that most restaurants in the immediate
area voluntarily observed closing hours earlier than these
hours.
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It was also noted during the discussion period that under
the General Rules of the Licensing Board, a 12:00 midnight closing
means that the restaurant does not have to be cleared of customers
until 12:30 a.m. NEWRA’s policy of not supporting closing hours
later than 11:00 p.m. Sunday through Thursday strikes a balance
between the reasonable needs of the restaurant, and the reasonable
needs of the residential community for peace and tranquility during
the late-night hours preceding the working week.

After discussion, two votes were taken at the NEWRA meeting.
A motion was made and seconded to entertain a vote to support or
oppose the application as presented by the applicant. Thereafter,
a motion was made and seconded to amend the main motion to add as
conditions that the closing hours be 11:00 p.m. Sunday through
Thursday and 12:00 midnight Eriday and Saturday, that there be no
bar, and that wine and beer be served only with food. The motion
to amend was put to a vote, and the members present voted to
support the amendment adding the conditions.

The motion to support or oppose the application with the
added conditions was then put to a vote, and the members present
voted to support the application with the conditions stated.

As a result of the foregoing analysis and votes, if there is
a new license available and the Board sees fit to award it to this
applicant, we request that the license be issued with the
conditions as to closing hours, no bar, and wine and beer only
with food, as described above.
