Government Center Garage
Redevelopment Project

BRA Public Meetings and Public Comment Period
On March 2, 2009, Bulfinch Congress Holdings LLC, the Project Proponent, submitted a Project Notification Form* to the BRA for the Government Center Garage Redevelopment Project, bordered by New Chardon Street, New Sudbury Street and the Rose Fitzgerald Kennedy Greenway.  The Project Proponent proposes to replace the Government Center Parking Garage and potentially adjacent city-owned buildings (including the District A-1 Police Station) with approx. 3.8 million square feet of mixed use development divided among five major buildings, of which 2.5 million square feet will be new commercial office space.  The remaining space will be for residential, hotel and retail uses, the MBTA Haymarket Station, and a relocated District A-1 Police Station. New buildings range in height from approximately 60 feet to 710 feet**.  Approximately 1,500 ancillary and 500 public parking spaces are proposed in above-ground and below-ground garages.  The existing garage, which will be demolished, has 2,310 parking spaces.
